HAM ABBREVIATIONS TO SPEED UP COMMUNICATIONS 
Ham shorthand is used by savvy Hams to shorten the amount of time needed to communicate.  The abbreviations(Abbrev) are usually words that are spelled like they sound when spoken and are readily recognized with a little practice. Some abbrev that are used to get ‘fills’ in formal radiograms denotes words(i.e. AA means All After, WB means Word Before). The bottom line in using abbrev is that as long as the abbrev is understood by BOTH the sending and receiving station, they are acceptable to use. The ARRL has published lists of the most common abbrev that are used by Hams….Abbrev that are used to query TX station for fills during RX of radiograms are:  AA, AB, WA, WB, PBL, ADEE, ADR, TXT, SIG, C, CFM, QSL, R. …. Abbrev used in radiograms between Hams to increase efficiency of relay are  DLVD(DLD), UNDLVD(UNDLD), NR, SASE, GBA, SVC, UR, URS, FONE, RE, MSG, JAN, FEB,…DEC.  ….Words used during Net/QSO’s for efficient communications include:  GA, GG, PSE, RPT, TMW, TNX, TU, TX, WX. Look at some of the abbrev lists and add a few ‘short’ words each month.
